 18/23 The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting.
19/23 Apologies for absence- Cllr Eden sent his apologies and it was resolved to accept them. 
20/23 Declaration of Interests – None declared.
21/23 Minutes of Last Meeting – The minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council 17th May 2023 were resolved as accurate and signed by the Chairman.
22/23 Public Speaking- A resident spoke about issues with the condition of the roads which still need addressing. Speed limit though the village is still of concern.
23/23 Correspondence- BHIB had been in touch with the Annual Insurance renewal which was £40.00 more than last year.
24/23 It was resolved to award £100.00 to Contact Magazine 2023.
25/23 Planning:
· 23/P/1197/TRCA Christon Court, Banwell Road, Christon. BS26 2XX. Tree works. It was resolved to offer No Objection to this application.
· 23/P/1210/FUL23 Manor Farm, Flagstaff Road, Christon. BS26 2XY. Proposed conversion of existing barn and outbuilding to 1no.dwelling. Works include the removal, replacement and installation of multiple doors and windows, erection of a connecting extension at the North-East elevation and installation of solar panels. Landscaping alterations and creation of hard standing and access onto Banwell Road. It was resolved to raise concerns about the access onto Banwell Road as visibility around the blind bend could be an issue.
26/23 Finance and to approve payments since last meeting-It was resolved to approve the payments since last meeting and acknowledge those due before the next meeting in September.

3. Parish Acre -The trees had been reassessed and most looked considerably healthier, therefore   a final decision on works to be carried out would be made in September. It was hoped only one tree would need to be felled due to ash dieback.
4. Parish Orderly -Nothing to report. Cllr Davies remarked that the repair to the damaged road sign at Cowslip Green had been carried out to a high standard.
5. Community Hub –The Hub was continuing to do well, with June becoming the busiest month so far. The Community bus had been used for some further trips to the theatre and Seaton, with a trip to Lynton and Lynmouth soon.
