 43/24 The Vice Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting. 
44/24 Apologies for absence- It was resolved to allow an extended period of absence for Chairman Shipton. Mr. D. Southwood sent his apologies.
45/24 Declaration of Interests – None declared.
46/24 Minutes of Last Meeting – The minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council on 5th September 2024 were resolved as accurate and signed by the Vice Chairman.
47/24 Public Speaking- 
The Vice Chairman closed the meeting at 7.10 pm to allow the Public to speak. Weston Road had been resurfaced for a second time due to horses slipping, but still no work to other roads which was a source of puzzlement. It was asked if Highways could consult with Parish Councils when planning future work so best use could be made of their Budget. Unitary Cllr Tristram to follow this point up. There were two members of public present who wished to speak on the planning application 24/P/2046/CPA. They were asked by the councillors about the wide-ranging change of use, and explained the application was to help small local businesses, there would be individual units for rental.

48/24 Planning: 

· 24/P/2046/CPA Loxton Pool Barns, Sevier Road, Loxton. Change of use from agriculture to a flexible use within Classes B2(General Industrial), B8(Storage and distribution), c1 (Hotels), Class E (Commercial/Business/Service), Class F2(Outdoor Sport or Recreation or the provision of agricultural training). It was resolved to support this application by an existing business wishing to expand by helping small businesses to get established.
· 24/P/2259/FUH The Galtons, Christon Road, Loxton. BS26 2XP Proposed demolition of existing porch with subsequent erection of a replacement single storey extension alongside the creation of 2no.dormers to the South-West elevation. It was resolved to support this application as an improvement to the current property.
49/24 It was resolved to accept the quotes for essential tree works in the Parish Acre. The Clerk will contact the tree surgeons.
